	When using the Goto actions you must Insert the number of the frame to which you want to go in the brackets that appear.

	Another important action is the loadMovie command (follow the Global Functions ( Browser/Network path)

	The Action Script for loading another movie should read:

LoadMovie(‘pentacost.swf’,0);

	A command can also be inserted in Frame 1 on any layer to force the movie to present itself In Full Screen mode.
(i) Create a new layer. Label it Full Screen

(ii) Click on the first frame on the new layer

(iii) Open Actions panel
(iv) Click on the blue + sign and choose Global Functions ( Browser Network
(v) Choose fscommand from the menu that appears

(vi) fscommand ( ); should appear in the Action Script window

(vii) Insert the following in the brackets that appear: "fullscreen", "true"
(viii) The Action Script should now read:               fscommand ("fullscreen", "true");                           The only space is between the comma and the quotation marks.
(ix) The full screen mode will not show when you preview the movie using Ctrl + Enter 

(x) It will only work when you open the published Flash Movie file (grey colour) outside of Flash.
	
	


Note: Frame actions can only apply to individual frames and can only be triggered when the movie reaches that frame. Different types of actions are used for buttons, and they are referred to as ‘Behaviours’ as opposed to ‘Actions’.
